Diana Alishouse – Bio (139 words)
Diana Alishouse was born in 1943 and spent her childhood moving around with her military family. She has lived in Colorado since 1957.
After being diagnosed with major depression in 1985, she wanted to learn as much as she could about her illness. As she tried to understand what was wrong and how to heal, she designed and made the series of fiber art pieces that would become the Ragged Edge body of work. 
Diana now uses her art and her book, Depression Visible: The Ragged Edge,  to educate people about depression and bipolar illnesses. “They can be treated,” she says “…but the symptoms must be recognized as symptoms not as lack of will-power or a character defect.”
